Singapore forecasts € 39,2 million worth of furniture from imm cologne 2009

The Singapore furniture industry forecasts €39.2 million in expected sales of furniture from imm
cologne 2009. This year, 18 exhibitors from Singapore comprising members of Singapore Mozaic and
key industry players have collectively achieved total confirmed sales of €4.2 million, the rest being
business under negotiation. While overall sales projection for imm cologne 2009 declined 25 percent
as compared to last year’s fair, Singapore Furniture Industries Council (SFIC) and local furniture
industry players remain optimistic about the global furniture trade despite the current economic crisis.
